
Financial Summary
In 2008/9 our total income was £1.89m, an increase of 24% on the period for 2007/8. Total 
grant income was £1.49m, an increase of 20% on 2007/8. Total income from consultancy was 
£370k, an increase of 48% on 2007/8. Total income from trusts, foundations and individual 
giving was £14.7k, a decrease of 15% on 2007/8. We ended the accounting period with 
a surplus of £41.2k on reserves.We continue to have a loan and overdraft facilities. Our 
projection for 2009/10 indicated that we will be trading positively through the year and will 
begin to build up reserves to three months expenditure in line with our policy, We have in 
place a five-year business plan to guide the process. 
We have set a funding target of 78% of our income from grants, 21% from consultancy 
and 1% from trusts, foundations and individual giving with an annual target of about £2.0m 
for 2009/10. Our financial planning using three year funding cycles and projections has 
improved our ability to manage change. In addition we have built in an effective risk model 
to manage the successes and failures of funding and tendering proposals. An initial scoping 
of our income for the next few years indicates a need to continue a reasonably high level of 
fundraising activity to meet our targeted levels of income.  We are also in a better position 
than before in managing our expenditure more effectively.

Statement of the Council of Management
